Family Summer Fun!
Summer Memories: Collect postcards for each of the places you visit as a family. Have your child tell you (or attempt to write on
their own) their best memory from each place. Punch a hole in each of the cards and put on a ring or in a binder to keep summer

It's easy to turn any snack-time into math time!
Show place value by making cereal necklaces. Place one colored loop, then 9 brown loops to make a necklace showing how to
count by groups of ten. Older children can arrange their colored loops by 5s 6s 7s etc. to get ready to multiply.
Label the cups of an egg carton with the numbers from 1-12. Have children put the proper number of small snacks into each cup.
Ask older children to put multiples of a number into each cup. Example: for multiples of 3, put 3 pieces in the 1 cup; put 6 pieces
in the 2 cup; and so on.
